
Mac OS 13 Ventura - Parallels - Installationsanleitung* für „Tactical Sailing(TS)“ 
 
If the following problem occurs after updating to MacOS Ventura (see picture), the 
workaround by means of installation on the Windows virtual machine on the Mac is no 
great effort - provided that e.g. Parallels(1) is installed on the Mac. 
Below are the "step by step" instructions, assuming that Parallels is started on the Mac 
and that the TS licence key version 2 is known and available.

If the virtual machine is started with Windows, this window is displayed after double-
clicking on the Win_TS_en_setup.exe - confirm with "Yes": 

 
 
Select an installation path - here the one suggested by the setup routine - and confirm 
with "Install":

1. "Parallels" or Boot Camp 
Parallels is a separate / real virtual machine for MacOS in which Windows runs. It is installed 
as a Mac app. Costs approx.: 79 €.

The main difference to Boot Camp is that no reboot is necessary to switch between Windows 
and MacOS.
